This should have definitely helped everyone when it
comes to showing in our new trail class. Now here comes the time we have all been waiting for SHOW SEASON. Our first
speed show is this Saturday, weather permitting.

Since we are introducing some changes to the class signup procedures, please be patient during the transition for the first
few shows and it should go smoothly. We have made quite afew changes. From now on you will be issued a new number for
each horse/rider combination your are participating in. Y ou will no longer be able to choose your own number. | know some
people have their favorite or lucky numbers but by the club giving you a new number for the horse/rider combo we will be able
to track everything much easier. We al know thisisafun club but we are dealing with your money and we want to be able to
show you where and how it came into the club as well as how it went back out. So at each show including speed you will have
to get a new number at signup.

Another change that will take place has to do with coggins. We will require a current negative coggins for al the horses
showing by members and guests at our shows. This could cause problems, but it has aways been in the show bill and should be
enforced as we discussed and voted on in our last meeting. If anyone comes to the show and does not have a current coggins
they will not be able to show. | am hoping this does not happen or cause too many problems. Please spread the word that our
club isaclub that does not take chances with our horses. Thisis adiseasethat is highly contagious and requires the horse to be
destroyed if infected. All showing members can bring in a copy of your current negative coggins and we will keep in on file for
the entire 2005 show year. Guests will have to show their current coggins at every show. If anyone does not have one on file or
at the show they will haveto go get it or |eave the show.

We will also be requiring that all members and participating guests have an equine liability release form signed. Again,
we will keep all members signed forms on file with us for the show season. All that members have to do is sign once for each
rider and they are done for the show season.

From time to time you may notice a sponsor or vendor on the show grounds. If you see them we have already talked to
them about donating a portion of their proceeds to our club. By patronizing these vendors, you will be supporting our club. If
anyoneisinterested in setting up a booth at any of our 12 shows, this will need to be approved before setup, please feel freeto
contact me to discuss the arrangements.

The club istrying to establish afirst aid equine kit so please bring afirst aid item to donate to the first show.

Our show hills are out and they ook great thanks to al of our sponsors. If you know someone that can put some in their
place of business or a sponsor that does not have any, please pick some up at the show.
